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2010 Olympic Games legacy

This generated a lot of interest and excitement in the events that followed, because we felt included. The 2010 Games have left us a legacy that we shall long remember.

The ministry of Jesus Christ caused even greater excitement in the Holy Land. People flocked to see Jesus because He performed miracles of healing that were life-changing.  They were eager to be part of the crowds that gathered wherever He went, and sat for hours listening to His words that spoke directly to their hearts. They felt included and loved by this man. 

We are now into the third week of Lent. It is a season for remembering the ministry of Jesus, and the events that led to His death on the Cross and His Resurrection on Easter.

“As you delight in God’s Word you will be like a tree planted by streams of water, bearing luscious fruit in season, and your leaves will not die.”

Psalm 1: 2-3.

“Which world religion has the most followers?” I read this question recently in a well-known magazine and I was pleased to see that the answer was - “Christianity”. After the Resurrection and just before 
He ascended into heaven, Jesus gave His disciples the Great Commission. He told them to go and make disciples of all nations. 
This command has been followed faithfully by many missionaries over the last two thousand years. Some have become well known and others have worked for the Lord with little or no earthly recognition. Today, according to the magazine article, Christ’s followers now number 2.1 billion worldwide.

As we approach Easter Sunday, it’s good to know that we are part of an enormous global church. Christ’s sacrifice has borne much fruit – but we cannot be complacent. There is always more work to do, even here in our own city.

We are fortunate to have many resources in our church library that can help us “delight in God’s Word”. C.S. Lewis found such delight entering his soul when he became a Christian, that he wrote about it in his book, “Surprised by Joy.” The pleasure of following Jesus’ command in the Great Commission is described by Bruce Wilkinson as a “joyful, life-changing journey” in his little devotional book, “Secrets of the Vine.”

Sunday, March 28 is Palm Sunday, the first day of Holy Week. How often have we read or heard about Jesus’ triumphal entry into Jerusalem, riding on a donkey?  It was a day of great rejoicing. The excited crowds cheered and waved palm branches as he rode slowly along. Everyone was talking about the miracles that Jesus had performed, and about His powerful preaching.

They speculated about what wonders He would do next. However, within a few days, the crowd was yelling “Crucify Him!” The gospel accounts of His betrayal, arrest, trial and crucifixion make hard reading, but these are the terrible events that lead up to Easter and the glorious Resurrection of Our Lord.

On the Thursday of Holy Week, many very significant happenings took place. Jesus and His disciples gathered in the upper room of a home to observe the Feast of the Passover. As the meal was being served, Jesus got up from the table, took off His outer clothing and wrapped a towel round His waist. To the astonishment of the disciples He took a basin of water and began to wash their feet. 


The washing of feet in those days was the job of the lowliest servants of a Jewish household, so it seemed like a really bizarre thing for Jesus to do. We know now that He was telling the disciples that to follow Him they must be prepared to have servant hearts. 

That’s a lesson we all need to remember as we draw near to Easter.
